Feet and food

John 13:1-17, 31b-35

Before Jesus and his disciples began eating their last supper
together, Jesus got up from the table and knelt to wash the
feet of each of the disciples. When he finished he said,
“Just as I have washed your feet, you can wash each other’s
feet. Do as I have done to you.” The disciples were surprised
when Jesus washed their feet, because that was a job that
was usually done by a servant.

The last supper

Jesus and his friends gathered around a table to celebrate
the holy day of Passover with a special meal. We remember
this last supper every time we gather around the table to
celebrate Holy Communion together. 

Try washing each other’s feet at home
before a meal.Draw a bowl of water and a towel for Jesus.
